
The students of UCLA Schools of Public Health, Medicine 
and Law, as well as Undergraduates have teamed up with 
the Greater West Hollywood Food Coalition (GWHFC) in 
creating a mobile clinic to serve the indigent and homeless 
population of Greater Los Angeles area.  For over 14 years, 
GWHFC, a non-proþt, volunteer organization, has been 
providing the homeless with hot meals seven days a week 
on the corner of Romaine and Sycamore in Hollywood.  

The clinic is a student-managed, street-based effort to 
provide basic medical and social support services to the 
men and women who rely on the Food Coalition and who 
have very limited access to health care and social services.  
In addition, we offer health education and referrals for 
their continuing health care needs.

We are always working on expanding our services to better 
serve our clients.  We have added legal counsel services 
and continue to collaborate with Common Ground, a 
youth drop-in center in Santa Monica, to offer medical 
services.

Å	Acute Care: cuts and bruises, colds and ÿu,  
fungal infections, coughs, and general pain

•	Preventive Care: give out sunscreen, toothbrushes, 
soap, condoms and hygiene products

•	Health Education: provide educational materials on
